Today our medical service team visited a
tribal village named as Kombdiki which is 90
km from Hanur in midst of thick forest.

This village consist of 100 families of tribal
community.

Agriculture and honey, fire wood and  tuber
collection form forest are their source of
income.

They face any medical emergencies by walk
or bullock cart to hospital which is in a
distance of 50 km.

There is a pra ctice of marriage for minors
(Before 18 year).

Health status

Most of the adult gets cut injury wounds snake

bites due to work in forest.

Many women were suff  ering from respiratory

disorder ( Chronic obstructive pulmonary

disease ).

Women and child were suffering from skin
disorders due to rock water bathing and

drinking.

Dental anomalies are common wit hthis

community since they chew tobacco and betal

leaf .
Most of the kids & women are malnourished and anaemic.

Pregnant women are notimmunized, and are suffering from anaem a.

Most of the women  suffer from fungal infect ion a skin disorder at inguinal area.
Many adult male are suffering from wart s over soles du e to bare foot walking in the
forest.

We have advised the pregnant women to consult gynaecologist specialist.

We have explained about the effect of drinking and bathing in open well water.
We have advised the mothers to get vaccinated as well as their children.

We referred most of critical patients to our Hanur Health Care Centre  for further
evaluation and treatment.
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
