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Today our team visited the village named as Doddane which is located on mountains 70 km from 

Hanur. This village located on mountains in midst of thick forest. 

 

Over view: 

1. There is no proper road and of course 

transportation system for this village. 

2. There are 100 families of tribal in midst of this 

thick forest. 

3. They face in case of medical emergencies by 

walk or bullock cart. 

4. They have to get down from mountain for any 

emergencies which is about 60-70 km far. 

5. Honey collection and agriculture are their main 

source of income. 

6. Many of government facilities are of out of reach 

for this community.  

 

Lifestyle and health status: 

 

1. This community people live in thatched 

hut. 

2. Honey collection and agriculture are their 

source of income. 

3. They consume herbal medicine for most of 

their ailments. 

4. This community practices traditional 

method for conducting delivery at home. 

5. Women and child mortality and morbidity 

rate is considerably high due to in 

appropriate transport facilities. 

6. Most children are skin infected and 

malnourished. 

7. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disorder 

(COPD)  Patients are considerably high in 

number. 

 

  

The service we catered:- 

We catered basic medication and counselling for most of the ailments by which people suffering for 

no cost. 

We referred COPD cases to district hospital for further treatment.
